CORAL ISLAND 
Daily from 09.30 to 16.30 hrs. Baht 500 per person (Child – Baht 350) 
Visit one of the local islands where the water is clear and clean. A one-hour boat ride will bring you to a sheltered beach 
where you can relax or enjoy various water sports before a seafood lunch 
 
SAMET ISLAND 
Daily from 07.30 to 18.30 hrs, Baht 1,200 per person (Child – Baht 600) 
This “Paradise Island” offers fine white sand, and the water is warm and clear. Lunch is included. 
 
NONG NOOCH VILLAGE 
Daily from 08.30 to 12.30 hrs. and 13.15 to 17.30 hrs. Baht 700 per person (Child – Baht 400) 
This half –day tour offers many aspects of Thai culture in a short time. The village is set in a landscaped garden with a natural 
lake and waterfall. Here you can see Thai boxing, sword fighting and traditional dancers with dazzling costumes. 
 
DISCOVERY TOUR 
Tuesday/Friday from 08.00 to 14.00 hrs. Baht 1,100 per person (Child – Baht 800) 
A varied half day where you will see many interesting things in the local market, plus a marine aquarium with colourful 
tropical fish, a cliff swarming with tame monkeys, and an oyster farm. You will also visit a stone village en route to a famous 
orchid farm where many beautiful varieties are grown for export. 
 
ELEPHANT TREKKING 
Daily 10.00/12.30/15.00 hrs. Baht 800 per person (Child – Baht 400) 
A one-hour excursion on a well- trained elephant will take you to the countryside around Pattaya, where you can also taste 
Thai seasonal fruits. Children are welcome. 
 
 



TIGER ZOO 
Daily from 09.00 to 13.00 hrs. and 14.00 to 18.30 hrs. Baht 800 per person (Child – Baht 700) 
A Short 30-mimute drive will bring you to one of the world’s largest tiger zoos. The day consists of a guided tour with the 
opportunity to have photos taken with tiger cubs in their compound; there are also many other animals to see and feedm and 
elephant rides are available. A full lunch (or dinner) is sered in the air-conditioned restaurant, 
 
PATTAYA CROCODILE FARM 
Daily (10.00/12.00/14.00 hrs.) Baht 600 per person (Child – Bath 450) 
A magnificent natural garden with dwarf trees as well as many plants and flowers in a superb rock garden with fossilized 
million-year-old trees. The  rock garden includes crocodiles and other creatures, and a spectacular show with wild animals. 
 
MINI SIAM 
Daily (10.00/13.00/16.00 hrs.) Baht 500 per person (Child – Baht 350) 
Thai heritage on a miniature scale, bringing together more than 100 replicas of important art objects and historical sites 
throughout the kingdom. The skilful work of craftsmen makes these replicas look exactly like the originals. 
 
PATTAYA SIGHSEEING TOUR 
Monday from 08.00 to 13.30 hrs. Baht 700 per person (Child – Baht 500) 
From a temple at the top of a cliff there’s a good view of Pattaya Bay. Then proceed to Jomtien Beach, passing through Wat 
Yarnsangwara-ram, a temple under the King’s patronage unique for its mix of architecture from many countries including 
modern Thai. Also see an interesting Chinese pavilion containing artifacts discovered in mainland China. Then visit Chee-jan 
mountain, on the side of which is a 130-metre-high Buddha embossed in gold. Finally a coffee break at a fishing village. 
 
ALCAZAR SHOW 
3 Nightly show (18.30/20.00/21.30 hrs.) Baht 700 per person (non reserved) Baht 800 per person (reserved) 
This is our only night out – a cabaret with a difference, a transvestite show where everyone on stage is a man (or at least, 
started off that way). Plenty of laughs! The costumes, light and sound are very professional. Take your camera! 
 
TIFFANY SHOW  
Nightly show (18.00/19.30/21.00 hrs.) Baht 800 per person. Baht 1,000 per person (V.I.P.) 
 
 
 
 
 



CHANTHABURI TOUR 
Monday from 08.00 to 18.00 hrs. Baht 2,500 per person (Child – Bath 1,900) 
An interesting scenic journey to the province of Chanthaburi approximately 175 kms south of Pattaya to see the gem mines 
where sapphires, topaz and spinel rubies are found. En route see tapioca and rubber plantations, a fruit orchard and a fishing 
village. 
 
BANGKOK TOUR 
Sunday from 06.00 to 18.00 hrs. Baht 2,000 per person (Child – Baht 1,400) 
Visit the Royal Grand Palace and the Emerald Buddha Temple, followed by the Golden Buddha at Wat Trimitr (5 tons of 
solid gold) and the Reclining Buddha Temple (Wat Pho). Then a boat ride down the Chao Phraya River to see the local people 
living on the waterfront.
